POSTCARDS FROM NORTHAM AND PINJARRA

Report from Pinjarra
The Pinjarra Community was recently treated to a two week-cultural exchange program.  A partnership involving Healthway 
and the Ofý ce of Multicultural Interests, enabled Pinjarra Senior High School students and local community members to 
participate in wonderfully constructed, personally enriching workshops, which were facilitated by Dunumba, an African 
Drumming Group, and Moorni Kep, an Indigenous Dance group.

Throughout the two-week experience all Year 8 high school students participated in a structured program enabling them to 
learn about African and Indigenous music, dance, art and world-views.  

Signiý cant to the success of the program was the fact that the each student participated in the workshops for an entire 
week.  They developed sound understandings about cultures other than their own, became competent at some new skills 
and had a wonderful time in doing so. Each evening similar workshops were delivered for the local community members 
who similarly thoroughly enjoyed the experience. The program culminated in a ý nal concert, which was well attended and 
enjoyed by all who attended.

In an increasingly multicultural society there is no better way to promote excellent relations than through education where 
talents, skills and ways of being are shared.  The students of Pinjarra Senior High School will take their new knowledge 
back into the curriculum where they will reþ ect on their learnings and share their understandings with their teachers and 
each other through structured curriculum activities. The Pinjarra community was truly fortunate to be a part of this Cultural 
Exchange Program ï it was a rare and wonderful event, which provided an opportunity for people to develop new interests 
and skills and for students to ñshineò in ways that were new for many.

óDunumbaô- Visiting the Wheatbelt - Northam
Between 1st-5th September, African Drumming performers óDunumbaô visited schools and community centres across the 
Wheatbelt Region. This was proudly supported by The Wheatbelt Community Drug Service Team, Kulcha and Healthway.
During this week, over 250 school children and around 100 community members attended these entertaining, informative 
and interactive performances. 

The events promoted the óSmarter than Smokingô message and provided participants with an opportunity to play different 
drums in workshop style sessions, whilst learning about the culture, music, song, dance and history of African music and 
percussion.
The whole week was an outstanding success and excellent feedback has been received from everybody involved in the 
performances.
247 surveys were completed by school students and these results reþ ected the success, enjoyment and effectiveness of 
Dunumbaôs performances.
98% of all students stated that they thoroughly enjoyed the performances, whilst 97% stated that they would like Dunumba 
to return for another visit. 93% of students remembered the óSmarter than Smokingô message.
